To give the Supplement a good quality appearance, we ask you to follow these guidelines and to make your paper look like this document. You can down-load this template and replace the content with your own material. This template (formatted in Microsoft Word) is also available in RTF format.

PAGE SIZE
All material on each page should fit within a rectangle of 16 x 24,7 cm, justified. All margins are 2,5 cm.

3.
TYPESET TEXT

Your text should be written in English. Long papers should be 10 pages. Short papers should be 3 pages. Posters and doctoral colloquium papers should be 2 pages. Please consider these limits as only indicative.

3.1.
Body Text
Use a 11-point Times font. If not available, use other font as close as possible in appearance to Times 11-point. One column format is requested. The text should be written in 1-spaced text.

3.2.
Title and authors 

Title, authors' names and affiliations should be centered in the middle of the first page.

3.3.
References 

In the text, the references should be formatted like this : (Author, 1998). The list of references must be ordered alphabetically at the end of the document.

Page Numbering, Headers and Footers
Do not include headers, footers or page numbers in your submission. These will be added when the publications are assembled.

SECTIONS
The heading of a section should be in Helvetica 11-point bold in all-capitals. Sections should be numbered as shown on this document.

4.1.
Subsections
The heading of subsections should be in Helvetica 11-point bold with only the initial letters capitalized. No more than one level of subsection is admitted.

Subsubsections
The heading for subsubsections should be in Helvetica 11-point italic with initial letters capitalized. Subsubsections should NOT be numbered. 

5.
FIGURES
Figures should be inserted at the appropriate point in your text. Each figure should be centered and have a centered figure caption in 10-points Times.
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
